Description of publication for which the image is requested (ex., as a book cover,
as an illustration for printed material, for a year-end report, for a magazine story,
for a CD ROM, for a TV documentary, etc.);

Rights requested (ex., one-time non-exclusive rights for a magazine story,
exclusive rights for one year, etc.).

Once I receive your request, you should hear from me within three working days. You
may also wish to call me if you have not heard from me within a reasonable period of
